Abstract

Once the Union of Soviet had got the greatest land of the World. In addition to
having the greatest area, The Union Of Soviet was the third most populated country
on the earth. Providing for citizens cereals and all other agricultural productions
could be realized only by applying a strict and regular land management policy. It
is significant for governments developing new agricultural and land management
policies. Therefore, states need to search different systems and adopt or integrate
them for their political and economic systems. In this study we aimed to acquaint
how managed the greatest lands of the World by Union of Soviet. By this way, we
believe that our study can be an impression source for academics, bureaucrats,
politicians and other relateds for creations of new land management and agriculture
systems.

Ozet

Resmi olarak 1922 yilinda kurulan Sovyetler Birligi, donemin devlet baskani
Mihail Gorbagov’un destekledigi aciklik ve yeniden yapilanma (Glastnost ve
Perestroika) politikalari ile 1991 yilinda dagilmistir. Sovyetler Birligi bir zamanlar
22.403.000 km?’lik arazisi ile diinyanin en biiyiik topraklarina sahip olan bir iilke
olmasinin yani sira niifus bakimindan da 293.047.571 niifusu (1991 yili sayimina
gore) ile de Diinya’ da 3. sirada geliyordu. Hig¢ siiphesiz bir zamanlar, diinyada en
fazla topraga sahip olan SSCB’nin gecmiste uyguladigt  arazi yonetim
politikalarmnin, bu alanda ¢alisan akademisyenler, biirokratlar, siyasetciler ve diger
ilgililer tarafindan bilinmesi olduk¢a 6nemlidir. Bu ¢alismada oncelikle Sovyetler
Birliginin kisa tarih¢esine deginilmis; devaminda Sovyetler Birliginin arazi
yonetim ve tarim politikalarinin en 6nemli iki enstriimani olan Kolhozlar ve
Sovhozlar hakkinda bilgi verilmistir.

VI. SOVYETLER BIiRLiGINDE ARAZI YONETIiMi
Uzun Ozet

Bir zamanlar Sovyetler Birligi, diinyanin en biiyiik arazilerine sahip olan iilke tinvanina
sahip olmanin yani sira niifus bakimindan da {igiincii siradaydi. Ulke niifusunun ihtiyaci olan
tarimsal Uriinlerin {retimi ancak etkili ve diizenli bir arazi politikasinin uygulanmasi ile
miimkiindii. Bilindigi {izere hiikiimetlerin bir takim yeni tarim ve arazi politikalar1 gelistirmeleri
son derece onemlidir. Bu da farkli sistemlerin arastirilmasi ve 6grenilmesi ile mevcut sistemlere
entegre edilebilirligi durumuyla yakindan ilgilidir. Sovyetler Birligi’nin uyguladigl arazi
yoOnetimini ele aldigimiz bu ¢alismanin, konuyla ilgili akademisyenler, biirokratlar, siyasetgiler
ve diger arastirmacilara ilham verecek nitelikte oldugunu diisiinmekteyiz.

1917 yilinda baslayan Sovyetler Birligi’nin kurulma siireci resmi olarak 1922°de
tamamlanir. 1920-1930 yillar1 arasinda iyice giiglenen birlik 1991 yilinda, donemin devlet
baskan1 Mihail Gorbagov’un Glastnos ve Perestroika politikalari ile yikilir.

Neredeyse 70 yillik donemi siiresince Sovyetler Birligi 22.403.000 km?’lik bir araziyi
yonetmistir. 1991 yili verilerine gore Birligin 293.047.571 niifusu vardi. Sovyetler Birligi’nin
temel ideolojisi Karl Marx ve Friedrich Engels’in ¢aligmalarma dayanan “saf komiinizmdi”.
Komiinizmde, miilkiyet ve arazi yonetimi sosyal hayati etkileyen iki 6nemli unsurdu. Sovyetler
Birligi’nin bu alanlarda Kolhoz ve Sovhoz olarak adlandirilan iki kurumsal enstriimani vardi.

Kollektivnoye hozyaystvo kelimelerinin kisaltilmist olan Kolhoz, kollektif tarim
anlamma gelmektedir. Sovyetler Birligi'nde kolhozlar, kollektif isgiicii ve isbirliginin bir
semboliiydii. Her ne kadar tiim topraklarin sahibi devlet olsa da, devlet bu topraklar1 99 yilligina
ve ¢ok cliz-1 bir para karsiliginda koyliilere kiraya vermekteydi. Koyliiler, kolhozun tiyesiydiler
ve kolhoznik olarak adlandirilmaktaydilar. Bu sistemde devlet biitcesinden koyliilere para
6denmezdi. Kdyliiler maaslarmi ve ticretlerini, liretime yaptiklar1 katki nispetinde kolhozlardan
alirlardi. Ayrica her koyliiniin evinin oOniinde kendi bahgesi ve bir ka¢ hayvam da
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bulunmaktaydi. Kolhozlar, irettikleri Uriinleri devlete satarlardi. Kolhozlar kendi yonetim
organlar tarafindan, kendilerini yonetirlerdi.

Ekim devriminden sonra kurulan sovhozlar devlet ciftligi statlisiindeydiler. Dogrudan
dogruya tarimsal Uriinler {iretmenin yani sira kolhozlara 6rnek olmak gibi bir misyonlar1 da
vardi. Sovhozlarda ziraat ve makine miihendisleri, veterinerler ve diger teknik personeller
calisirlardl. Bu dev devlet ¢iftlikleri, hiikiimet tarafindan atanan yoneticilerce yonetilirler ve bu
yoneticiler de dogrudan dogruya ilgili bakana karsi sorumluydular. Calisanlara —kolhozlardan
farkli olarak- devlet biit¢esinden maas Odenirdi. Ortalama bir sovhoz 16,300 hektarlik bir
arazide, 62,000 ciftlik hayvani, 60 kadar traktdr, 25 kamyon ve 20 kadar da diger tarim
makinalari ile faaliyet gostermekteydiler.

VII. LAND MANAGEMENT IN SOVIET UNION
Long Summary

Once the Union of Soviet had got the greatest land of the World. In addition to having the
greatest area, The Union Of Soviet was the third most populated country. Providing for citizens
cereals and all other agricultural productions could be realized only by applying a strict and
regular land management policy. It is significant for governments developing new agricultural
and land management policies. For that, states need to search different systems and adopt or
integrate them for their political and economic systems. In this study we aimed to acquaint how
to managed the greatest lands of the World by Union of Soviet. By this way, we believe that our
study can be an impression source for academics, bureaucrat, politicians and other relateds for
the creations of new systems.

The Soviet Union establishment process began from Russian Revolution of 1917, just
after the Russian Empire dismission. Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, (U.S.S.R.) - another
calling Sovetskikh Sotsialisticheskikh Respublik, or Sovetsky Soyuz- was establised officially
in 1922, rose to power in the 1920s and 1930s and in 1991, the Soviet Union collapsed with the
affect of Glastnos (openness) and Perestroika (rebuilding) policies, supported by Mikhail
Gorbachev, the last president of Union of Soviet.

In its nearly 70 years of existence period, Soviet Union had the greates land (22.403.000
km?) of the World and it was the third most populated (293.047.571 in 1991) country. The
Soviet Union’s ideology was based on the works of Karl Marx and Friedrich Engels called
“Pure Communism”. In communism, ownership and land management were the two significant
notions which directly affect social and economic life in Soviet Union. As it will be detailed
studied in next pages, in Soviet Union, mainly there were two agricultural institutional systems,
called Kolkhoz and Sovkhoz.

The Kolkhoz means Collective Agriculture, and the short form of the words
kollektivnoye hozyaystvo. In Union of Soviet, kolkhozs were considered as the symbol of
collective labour and cooperatives. In this system, beside the land owner is government, state
was renting the lands to the villagers for 99 years with a symbolic amount of money. Villagers
were the members of kolhkoz and they were named kolhoznik. In that system land, agricultural
tools and animals were belong to Cooperative and the villagers were paid not by state, but by
kolkhoz according to their contribution of production. Howewer each family had their own
small garden (usually about 1 acre -0.40 ha-) in front of home and a few animals. Members of
kolkhoz were allowed to hold a small area of private land and some animals. Kolkhoz
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productions were sold to government. Kolkhoz were managed in accordance to soviet self
management system. A commission was at the top of Kolkhoz and that commission was
choosing a director to conduct kolkhoz.

Sovkhoz was established as state farms after the October Revolution. They were working
as agricultural factoris. Beside they were producing directly agricultural production, they also
had a mission such as being a good sample to Kolkhoz. Sovkhoz were huge farms with fully
equiped by tractors and agricultural machines. There were working lots of engineers,
technicians, veterans and other staff. They were managed by directors, directly appointed by
government and the directors were fully responsible towards related minister. An avarage
sovkhoz was 16,300 hectares and had about 62,000 farm-animals, 57 tractors, 25 trucks and 18
harvest machines.
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
